Elementary Level Academic Honesty Policy Template
Our school is committed to educating students who will be good citizens in their community. Academic honesty is expected of students at all times. Academic honesty is doing your own work. The district does not allow academic dishonesty, which includes the following:  

Cheating is completing an assignment or test in a dishonest way.

Examples of cheating may include:

· Looking at notes during a test on information you were expected to memorize

· Looking at and copying answers from your neighbor’s paper during a test

· Copying an assignment from a friend when you were expected to do your own work
· Turning in a book review without actually reading the book
· Including in a bibliography resources not actually read or used
· Giving your answers to someone else when working together is not allowed

Plagiarism is presenting someone else’s idea or work as if it were your own.

Examples of plagiarism include but are not limited to:

· Copying information word for word without citing the source 

· Rephrasing someone else’s original idea without giving credit to that person
Keeping information from others is academically dishonest.

Examples include but are not limited to:

· Removing pages from books 

· Removing materials from the library without checking them out 

· Hiding school materials 

· Refusing to return school materials
· Violation of the district acceptable use policy
Consequences for academic dishonesty may include the following (offenses are cumulative throughout the school on an annual basis):
1st offense:


· Conference with teacher or librarian
· Administration notified at discretion of teacher
· A grade of zero on the assignment or test involved at discretion of teacher
· Parent contact at discretion of teacher
· Special assignment at discretion of teacher
2nd offense:

· Referral to administration

· A grade of zero on the assignment or test involved
· Special assignment at discretion of teacher

· Parent contact
· Suspension of privileges at discretion of administration
Additional offenses:

· Continuation of 2nd offense consequences
· Referral to school counselor

· Teacher/student/parent conference
· Suspension of privileges
